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2010-2011 Title I Projected Equipment Purchases & Rationale

“Equipment purchased with Title I funding, must be “reasonable and necessary” to effectively operate the program.  Equipment must be reasonable in cost and the district/school must have determined that existing equipment is not sufficient. NCLB has provided considerably more flexibility in the purchase and use of equipment, but the following guidelines and issues should be considered when planning the purchase of equipment:

a) The district/school should be confident that the equipment has a direct impact on the improvement of student learning and achievement.

b) The use of equipment should meet basic tenants of the law related to supplement/supplant.

c) When the computers are purchased, the district should, through effective planning and management, provide opportunity for access by Title I served students as a priority. Students served by part A may be the least likely to have access to computers in other locations such as homes.

d) The purchase of computers or other forms of technology should include sufficient professional development funds to assure that those using the equipment are able to fully use its capabilities.

The district should permanently mark and maintain records of purchases including per unit cost, location, and use of equipment purchased with Title 1 funds.
