Title X/Homeless Educational Support:

How to Identify and Refer Students

Title X/Homeless Education serves all students who do not have a fixed, consistent, and adequate living situation.  As you can see from this description – it covers more than families living in cars and shelters.
In school year 2010-11, Title X/Homeless Education served over 1200 students.  However, for 2011-12 we are on track to exceed that by at least 200 students:  Comparing data from the first four months of school in both years, the number of students identified and referred for Title X eligibility increased from 747 students last year to 938 students this year, a 25% increase in less than half a school year.
Please know that school secretaries are the leaders in making this level of support possible.  We thank you for taking on this responsibility and helping these students have a successful school experience.

· Staying with relatives or friends because they can’t afford housing

· Awaiting permanent foster placement
· Living in an RV or car
· Living in a shelter or transitional housing
· Living in a motel
· Living in any other unstable living environment
