The Expectation of Title I Parent Involvement 
Guidelines:

1. Written materials need to be readable; keep language simple, leave lots of white space. 
2. Every parent should have access to information in the school: know the major languages and the small communities.  Some written materials are worth translating, some information is better presented by an interpreter over the phone.  Don’t use kids as interpreters for bad news, EVER!  

3. Not every parent is a reader: try to have at least two communication strategies for “average” information-3 or more for crucial information.

4. Title I schools have to have an annual meeting to TELL parents about the Title I program-this function can be part of something else but you have to be able to document that it has been done (through a Power Point presentation or handout, through an agenda and sign-in, etc.).
5. Parents work different shifts: plan out how the same topic can be shared and discussed by different groups of parents at different times of the day. 

6. Relationship building is critical: be intentional about casual conversations and interactions

7. Plan for how you will get feedback on projects, events, meetings, or proposals

8. Parents are entitled to have a voice and should be actively recruited for school improvement planning, family involvement budget planning, reviews of school procedures and family involvement document (plan, compact and policy).  Representative parents are very important.
9. Parent involvement isn’t limited to what parents do in the school, seek out strategies that can support the parents who can’t make it to school.

REMEMBER:  The purpose of family involvement in Title I is to remove barriers to parents participating as partners in their child’s education.
