Process for Supports and Services in the Least Restrictive Environment
Form Directions and Packet Requirements
The Process for Supports and Services in the Least Restrictive Environment Form (LRE form) is a tool for IEP teams to use to help guide them through the intervention process and required documentation.  This form is part of the required information needed when presenting student information to the Intervention Resources Team (IRT).  The IRT is a district level team whose purpose is to ensure that students are being served in the least restricted setting in compliance with state and federal law.  The LRE form and the supplemental documentation are required when IEP teams are considering a more restrictive placement for a student.  This process is required for all moves to a more restrictive placement. 
The LRE form does not need to be followed in a sequential order.    
1. Complete all student demographic information.

2. Document interventions on page one.  These are interventions that do not require an IEP review, (i.e. changes in the environment, instructional practices, and curriculum adaptations).  
3. Data forms showing interventions over time are required and should be submitted in your packet if presenting a student to the Intervention Resource Team.  

4. Document IEP revisions on page two.  
The IRT meets on the 1st and 3rd Wednesday of each month from 12:00- 3:30.  Appointments are scheduled every 30 minutes.  To schedule an IRT appointment please call Darlene Shanks at 503-916-3438 or e-mail at dshanks@pps.net  
Note:  It is no longer required to submit a completed packet when scheduling your ITR appointment. 
A complete IRT packet is required for your appointment.  Incomplete packets will not be reviewed.  Please include the following in your IRT packet:

□ Completed process for Supports and Services in the Least Restrictive Environment Form with the required signatures. 

□ Functional Behavior Assessment (FBA) and Behavior Support Plan (BSP) if applicable
□ All data sheets documenting interventions over time

· For Behavior Interventions- use the Behavior Support Plan Progress Monitoring form that accompanies the Behavior Support Plan.
· For Academic Interventions- Include data collection sheets, probes and notes documenting interventions over time

□ Complete IEP with documentation of revisions
□ Include progress notes for the last two quarters

□ Most recent academic testing

□ Samples of interventions implemented (visuals, daily tracking sheets, social stories)

Complete packets will focus on interventions implemented, data over time and outcomes.   All packets should be reviewed by the SPED program administrator prior to scheduling an appointment with the district IRT.   Incomplete packets will not be reviewed.  
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
