The District, including teachers, will not make any judgments regarding the safety of common carriers used, traffic hazard situations, unlawful behavior or strangers and other dangers to be found in the surroundings, and cannot be expected to control student behavior which is contrary to the directions given to the student or students in the group.

When students are taken off District property to receive community based instruction, this instruction may be provided by a paraprofessional who is under the supervision of a certified teacher.  Parents understand that their child may be taken into the community by a paraprofessional without the presence of a special education or general education teacher.

I, the undersigned, release, agree to defend and hold harmless the District, its officers, agents, employees and directors from any claims demands, complaints or causes of actions based on occurrences relating to the terms of this consent form, including but not limited to, the student or other students having failed to properly carry out instructions from District staff.  This release does not include occurrences which arise from staff negligently failing to take reasonable steps available to protect the student from an immediate substantial hazard actually known to District staff.
