Kindergarten Transition

Plan for Fall 2012

This support plan for our incoming kindergarten students and parents will be a collaborative effort between School Teams and the Early Childhood Evaluation Team.   This plan is to support incoming kindergarten student who will start school fall 2012.  Home school IEP teams will be responsible for writing all IEP’s for their incoming kindergarten students.  The Early Childhood Evaluation Team will assist school teams by reviewing records, observing students, evaluating, and providing current academic information for “complex” students and provide school/parent coordination assistance for home school IEP teams.  This process will be supported by a Program Administrator and an Early Childhood TOSA

“Complex” student is defined as any student who will need goals/objectives and services in areas other than and in addition to Speech and Language only. (i.e.,students who will receive Specially Designed Instruction from a Special Education Teacher, School Psychologist and Related Services). 

Building Administrators

Responsibilities will include:
· Support coordination of IEP meetings by making general education teachers available to attend IEP meetings, as required by IDEA

· Be a part of planning meeting in the fall 

School Teams

Responsibilities will include:

· Meet with coordinator from the evaluation team in fall to determine roles, student need and plan of action

· School teams will take the lead and be expected to coordinate meetings, write goals and determine placement for all students 
· Schedule all IEP meeting with required team members

· Keep Early Childhood Team member updated on any changes within building or with students

· School based and related services staff will participate in goal writing and developing present levels for incoming kindergarten students

Evaluation Team:

Responsibilities will include:

· Review all records of incoming kindergarten students
· Determine which students will need school age eligibility or additional evaluation
· Observe all incoming students with more complex needs, as flagged in record reviews
· Provide support to school teams in development of IEP’s for complex student to include the following:
· Attend IEP’s of students with complex needs as the district representative
· Contribute to present level of development
· Be main contact for parents
· Keep school team updated with new information regarding evaluation date, eligibility and present level of development
· Keep data bases (ecdata, filemaker pro and Oregon Sped) updated with most current information and inform school teams when students move

· Provide the school team with most current IFSP, evaluation report and a present level of development for their kindergarten IEP

· Make contact with family and conduct parent interview if required for evaluation

· Complete kindergarten check list for all students with needs in addition to speech and language

· Assist with coordination of input and services from related service providers; OT, PT, APE, Feeding Team and nursing services

· Consult with school teams on goal writing
