	Pre-Assessment PowerPoint
	Originally presented to Administrators and TAG Coordinators in March 2010, this is a power point designed to structure the pre-assessment portion of PD.  It has notes included at the bottom of each slide when in edit mode that indicate the use and resources.  Note that it is also the pre-cursor to work on making instructional decisions from pre-assessment, so there are some slides where the notes lead participants in a different direction than just pre-assessment
	Fits as the basic structural support for a Foundational level presentation on pre-assessment.  
It is strongly suggested that the power point itself IS NOT copied for participants.  Instead, each participant should have a copy of the handout How to create and use Pre-assessment and have access to copies of each of the following resources (maybe as a small group)
