	Some suggested formats for Basic Level PD

1) For a VERY BASIC understanding.  Use power point with 3 supporting handouts  09 Chart Engaging Students OR Depth and Complexity Handout, Depth and Complexity Chart with Icons, and Effective Questioning Techniques
2) Use sections of power point to scaffold specific topics  

a. Questioning:  Slides 3-5 and the Effective Questioning Techniques Handout,  

b. Using Bloom’s to increase Depth and Complexity:  Slide 16 and all of the Bloom’s Materials
c. Depth and Complexity basics: Slides 7-15  with handouts on Engaging Students and Depth and Complexity
d. Teaching the Six Thinking Hats strategy:  Slide 17 and the corresponding documents.  ***Just giving the handouts IS NOT enough.  Teachers need to have the experience of taking on a specific hat or perspective in a discussion.  School leader needs to pick the topic of discussion and provide a framework for the discussion as well as the debrief of the activity and how it can be used in the classroom.  Best when tied to a discussion around viewing school data or another topic relevant to school achievement or culture.

	NOTE:  Good Strategy to teach as a stand-alone as one classroom method for helping students with complexity and perspective.

Can also be used to support an activity around the slides that mention the Six-Thinking Hats.
Can lead to a good staff discussion around how to use this tool and other methods in current practice to bring about high-order thinking discussions in the classroom.
