What is the rate of learning?

• Rate is a measure of the pace at which the student successfully progresses through the curriculum after being placed at an appropriate instructional level.
• A student's rate of learning will vary, depending on the subject, point in the learning process, degree of interest, level of difficulty, and learning style.

What is the level of learning?

• Level of learning is the student's instructional level in the curriculum and the place where the student will be successful

but will encounter knowledge and skills not yet learned or mastered. Level is more than advanced grade level; it involves complexity and sophistication of concepts.
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
