Identification of Academically Talented and Intellectually Gifted Students

Each school district shall have local district policies and procedures for the identification of talented 

and gifted students as defined in ORS 343.395(7)(a) and (b).  

Section 5 pertains to potential to perform. 

(5)  Despite a student’s failure to qualify under subsections (4)(a) and (b) of this rule, district, by local policies and procedures, shall identify students who demonstrate the potential to perform at the 97th percentile.

In reviewing a student for TAG identification, there are 3 criteria to the TAG Identification Process Form:  

1. Advocacy, and Social & Emotional Variables

2. Standardized Test Results

3. Evidence of Rate & Level

Yes:  At least one standardized test score is at 97% percentile or higher and one other criteria is yes.
No:  If standardized test scores are below 95% percentile with weak work samples or weak advocacy.

Potential:  If at least one standardized test score is at a minimum of 95% percentile and one other criterion is yes OR if at least one standardized test score is at the 97% percentile with weak work samples and weak advocacy.

All identifications are entered into eSIS. Those students who are identified as Potential are entered into eSIS as “Potential” and are served as a TAG student.

Parents may appeal the decision to identify their student as Potential to the building principal. 
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
