Your child’s teacher(s) will be using the Building TAG Plan as a guide to determine which
instructional strategies to use to meet your child’s needs for rate and level of instruction. The
Building TAG Plan is posted on our school TAG Bulletin Board. In addition, principals will
review it with parents at the Cluster TAG parent meeting. At Back-to-School-Night teachers will
be describing the differentiated instructional strategies that will be used to meet rate and level.
You can also expect to see information in the classroom newsletters regarding the assessments
being used to determine your child’s rate and level of learning as well as the differentiated
instructional strategies. This will replace the Individual Instructional Plans elementary teachers
have written for TAG identified students. Schools with Building TAG Plans that describe the
school-wide structures in place to meet rate and level are exempted from writing the Individual
Instructional Plans (unless a parent requests one). At theend of next year, we will
survey teachers, parents and principals to determine if we should continue the practice in future
years. We will be interested in knowing what, if anything happens differently for your child when
no Individual Instructional Plan was written.
