

TAG Instructional Plans are written for students in middle schools and high schools only upon request by parent, guardian or student. They may be requested any time of the year.  

Instructional plans will be developed at the conclusion of the following 5-step process.  

Process

1.  Parents who have concerns regarding challenge in the classroom are encouraged to contact their child’s teacher(s) to discuss course expectations and their child’s demonstrated abilities.  Teachers assess and form student expectations for challenge based on classroom assignments, tests, and other informal assessments as well as past instructional needs and standardized testing.  

2.  Specific follow up time will be scheduled with the parent/teacher for discussion agreed upon objectives.

3.  If progress or changes are not satisfactory to the student or parent, the parent should contact the building TAG Coordinator or designee, and request an Instructional Plan.  The parent/guardian completes the TAG Instructional Plan request form.  (Sometimes the TAG Coordinator may meet informally with the teacher and the parents to work out agreed upon goals.  In these cases, a collaborative meeting, Step 4, is not necessary.)

4.  After receiving the Instructional Plan request form, the Building TAG Coordinator then contacts the teacher(s) and arranges a collaborative meeting.  The meeting may include the teacher(s), parent, student, building TAG Coordinator, counselor, administrator, and district TAG staff member. During the course of the meeting, the student’s needs and performance are evaluated and a written plan produced.

5.  Upon completion of the plan, the teachers, parent, and student sign the agreement and the plan is executed.   One hour of pay is allocated per completed plan.  (Note each teacher does not receive the one hour of pay; the pay is for the entire plan.)
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
