· Strategic Plan 2006+ changed in Spring of 2007 as response to CAP

	Requests: 

· Committee requests unbury District Policy and engage in implement Policy

· AC is advisory and needs to be advised of implementation and heard

· Process for looking at requests is TO researched TAGAC recommendations, then inform Committee of research and decisions and why/why not

· Rights of students (single subject acceleration…) has the same process detailed research report responsibility for reporting back by TO and OTL
· Credit for proficiency followed by proficiency based advancement.
· Need protocol for where systemic problems get addressed and solved
· Job description re-written for specific requirements for TAG, ELL, SPED for Achievement Coordinators-when will TOSA be in cue
· Request RTI supports the needs of rapid learners
