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About the school
Clark School was awarded the 2001 and 2004 Trailblazer and Portland

Schools Foundation Award for Excellence in Education, which recognizes
high performing schools. The teachers, staff and principal of Clark School
have a commitment and dedication to providing a quality public
education to the children of Portland.

Clark School is a school-wide Title I school providing a comprehensive
academic program, with 90-minute literacy, and 90-minute math blocks
daily. Experienced and dedicated staff work in partnership with parents
and the community to ensure that all students achieve high academic and
social success. Curriculum and instruction follow monthly grade-level
thematic units designed around a year-long school-wide plan focused on
meeting state benchmarks, including science and social studies.
Technology is integrated throughout the curriculum. Strong academics are
balanced with a physical education and music program. In addition to 20
classroom teachers, students receive additional support from an extensive
team of on-site specialists including ESL, Special Education, Reading
Recovery, Title I, Speech Pathologist, and School Psychologist.

Active involvement by Clark families greatly enhances student success.
The culturally diverse community joins together to celebrate in such
events as the Ice Cream Social, Holiday Craft Night and Art Fair.
