All students are expected to read or be read to for 20
minutes each night. Homework is assigned Monday through Thursday for
students in first through fifth grades. Families are encouraged to volunteer

in classrooms and to be involved in the school community.

In kindergarten,
the student to teacher ratio is 30:1 and in grades 1-5 it is 26:1.
