Teachers work with students to promote enhanced self-esteem, problem-
solving and decision-making skills in a positive and safe school
environment. The Success For All reading program, Investigations
Mathematics curriculum, Every Day Counts, Problem Solving, English as
a Second Language (ESL), and technology programs help students reach
benchmark level.
