	Great!  This response is complete and correct.  It includes math process, diagrams, words to explain, clear answers with labels, minimal or reasonable mistakes, reasoning and justification.

	4
	Good.  This student understands the material but is making small mistakes or omitting key pieces of justification, process, explanation, or analysis.  

	3
	Ok…but the work states only facts and no justification or process that leads to the correct answer.  Key math errors may be present and answers are incompletely supported (i.e. missing work, explanations, or diagrams).

	2
	Needs Improvement?  Though the student may show some evidence of correct understandings, the response is lacking mathematical methods, explanations, and ability to apply those skills to solve a problem.  Considerable misconceptions may be evident. 

	1
	Yikes! This response is blank, almost blank, or shows little use of math and incomplete understanding.  Scores like this may indicate possible failure.
