All students who participate in this optional program will be recognized at a school assembly at the end of May 2009.  Outstanding students who go above and beyond the basic requirements will get special recognition as 

“ACCESS Community Service Leader of the Year”

Here’s all you have to do to participate:

· Find an adult sponsor who can keep track of your volunteer hours, help with projects and chaperone as needed.
