Homework due: Monday, October 26

(composition books will be returned to students on Wednesdays)

1. PARAGRAPH OF THE WEEK:

For this week's writing prompt, you are to write about a plan you might make.  Think about the following situation: You have won third prize in a national contest and your prize is a tractor-trailer load of whole pumpkins. These are delivered to you 5 days before Halloween and are just dumped onto your lawn, covering the entire front yard.  Are you happy to have won the contest?  Are you pleased with your prize?  What plan will you make to get rid of those pumpkins?  Now, after having thought about some of the above questions, write a good paragraph, explaining the situation and telling what you plan to do. You do not have to include all the answers to the above questions.  Be sure to develop a strong topic sentence with three to five supporting sentences, and a good concluding sentence.  Your final draft paragraph should be a minimum of 5-8 sentences long and neatly written in your composition books.    

2. READING LOG:

Each day of the week you will record the title of the book you read, along with the amount of time and pages read.  At the end of the week calculate how much time you spend reading.  This section will need a parent signature.  You will need to read a minimum of 100 minutes per week outside of school.  (An example is included.) 

3. SCIENCE:

What are some ways that people can conserve electricity?  Why is conserving electricity important?  Talk with an adult and do research on the topic at the library or online.  Then, in a polished paragraph, explain your findings.

4. LIFE:

Write the following quote on the top of section 4 in your HW composition book and explain what you think it means in a quality paragraph.  Also, include any connections with the quote.  Maybe you have personal experience with this quote or the meaning, or maybe you can make a connection to this quote with a book you are reading or a movie/TV show/play you have seen.

5. BORDER:

Your border needs to include a minimum of three colors, as well as images or designs that have to deal with the themes in this week’s homework.  Be creative.  Be neat.  Have fun.  (USE COLORED PENCILS OR CRAYONS…NO MARKERS)

Make sure you…

· use the writing process before creating your final draft in your HW composition book (brainstorm, rough draft on paper other than your composition book, edit and revise, final draft in composition book).

· use your neatest handwriting for your final draft in your HW composition book.

· put the due date in the upper right hand corner.

· divide your page into four sections (They do not have to be equal sections, but they do need to all fit in the two page spread ).

· plan a border that connects your thinking about each section (the border should not be thicker than 1”).

· label each section.

· leave little to no white space left on this assignment.

· review the scoring rubric on the back of this paper.

· get a parent signature in the reading section, only after you have completed the entire assignment.

· leave a blank double page spread in between weekly assignments.
