Mapping Project

Due: Monday, November 9, 2009

You will create an original country map over the next two weeks in class.  In your project you will need to create five maps: a political map, physical map, annual precipitation map, product map, and population map.  You will create an original name for your country, it’s cities, states, and all bodies of water.

You will need to have the following included in your project:

· A cover that includes an outline of your country, name of country, and your name and due date.

· A table of contents that includes each type of map, history, explanation of each map, and page numbers they can be found on.

· Each one of the five maps needs to be on a separate page, and labeled with the country name and the type of the map.

· Each map should include an 8-direction compass, scale, and legend.

· Each map should be shaded neatly with colored pencils.

· Write a brief history about your country and a brief explanation of each of the five maps.  This will be placed behind the table of contents and maps.

You will be scored on: following directions, neatness, accuracy, inclusion of all maps and requirements (see attached scoring rubric).  This project will be done in class over the next two weeks.  You will have forty-five minutes to one hour each school day to complete this assignment.  This project is due at the beginning of class on Monday, November 9.  Be creative and have fun.  Please ask questions as they arise. 

Map Characteristics
Political Map

This map gives us information on boundary lines, as well as information about cities, towns, capitals, rivers, lakes, and oceans.

Physical Map

This map shows the elevations of the land area.  We can learn the location of mountains, rivers, lakes, plateaus, valleys, and other features of the land by this type of map.

Annual Precipitation Map

This kind of map shows us the average yearly precipitation for the specific locations.  Precipitation is water that falls to the earth, such as hail, mist, rain, sleet, or snow.

Product Map

This map shows us the types of resources that are grown, raised, caught, or mined in certain places by using symbols.

Population Map

This kind of map shows us areas in which people live.  The legend will have different colors representing a specific number of people per square mile.
