From the desk of…

	So much has been going on the past two weeks in room 204.  Students are getting settled into their morning routines, producing quality homework assignments, and are enthusiastic towards learning about circuits and pathways.  Here is an update as to what we’ve been working on in class:


LANGUAGE ARTS: We had our first spelling and vocabulary test today.  On Monday, students received fifteen spelling vocabulary words from the curriculum “Wordly Wise.”  Students worked on lessons to strengthen their understanding of the words and their meanings throughout the week, and then were tested on the spelling of ten words and the definitions of five words.  This format will be used weekly.


SCIENCE: Students continued to explore circuits and pathways through hands on experiments.  Ask your child about some of our activities involving batteries, copper wire and a light bulb.


SOCIAL STUDIES: Students have been studying maps and identifying key physical and cultural features, while understanding the spatial concepts of location, distance, direction, scale, movement and region.  Next week, students will begin a mapping project in class where they will create an original country map, showing their understanding of political, physical, annual precipitation, product, and population maps.


ART: Earlier in the week students worked with an artist in residency through Run For The Arts funds.  They created animals out of clay that will be part of a garden mural.
