	Yesterday, we began reading a new novel in class.  It is called The True Confessions of Charlotte Doyle by Avi.  Each day in class, students will discuss the previous day’s reading, read a chapter together out loud, and then complete the rest of the assigned reading silently.  If students do not finish the required reading for that day, they are expected to take the book home and read it as homework, but then bring the book back to class the following day.  (This can be counted as minutes read for the weekly reading log.)
