· Spanish 1/2  (Full year)

Students will learn to: speak, read, and write conversational Spanish at a novice level, appreciate cultural similarities and differences of Spanish speaking peoples and be aware of many practical career opportunities available to fluent speakers of English and Spanish. 

Students must maintain As and Bs each quarter to receive high school credit. Students will be given an “opt out” in May should they not want the grade on their high school transcript. Information to follow in the fall.      

Prerequisite: Meeting 7th grade reading benchmark
· French 1/2  (Full year)


Students will learn to: speak, read, and write conversational French at a novice level, appreciate cultural similarities and differences of French speaking peoples and be aware of many practical career opportunities available to fluent speakers of English and French. 

Students must maintain As and Bs each quarter to receive high school credit. Students will be given an “opt out” in May should they not want the grade on their high school transcript. Information to follow in the fall.      

Prerequisite: Meeting 7th grade reading benchmark

· Wall Street to Your Street  (1 semester)

Students learn the basics of personal finance, basic home accounting, microeconomics and participate in an online stock market simulation.
· Creative Writing (1 semester)
In this class, students will write short stories, poems, plays, etc. using everyday objects, music, pictures, etc.  Students will also keep a daily journal to help them brainstorm ideas.
· Film Analysis  (1 semester)

Students study the beginning of film from the black/white silent movies to present. The curriculum focuses on the “classics” in both time and genre. Students analyze each movie as literature and critique the use of music, camera angle, composition, dialogue, etc. as they work to character, conflict and plot development.

· Art  (1 semester)

Students study the classic elements of art: line, composition, perspective, light/dark and apply them in  both 2 and 3-dimensions. Students will draw, paint, letter/print, sculpt, etc. 

· Symphonic Band  (Full year)

Students continue learning to play an instrument and read music. The group will play in at least two concerts during the school year and each member is expected to participate. Students are responsible to rent their own instrument. Students can qualify to rent a district instrument through participation in the federal lunch program. There is a $20 materials fee.

· Assistant Programs: Teacher, Office, Peer and “Big Kid” (1 semester)


Students meeting established criteria (see separate “Assistant Application Form”) may provide critical clerical and business office help with teachers, the librarian or the office.
