Parent Evening: A big thank you to Julie Barnes, our school psychologist for facilitating an excellent workshop on the Commercialization of our Children. Key points for reflection included:  

· the compression of age as marketers seek to create new niches (tweens used to be clothes, tv shows, etc for kids ages 8-12, now has slid to ages 4-12, younger girls are sexualized in short skirts, make up, scanty shirts...boys targeted as tougher and more violent at younger ages)

· the increasing use of children to market products:  focus groups with young children, studying children in grocery stores, studying body language in response to products

· a focus on superconsumers:  "it's all about stuff, what you have, what you wear, how you look"  not just in the typically sensitive adolescent age, but earlier, and beyond.

So -- what to do? Make sure family time is balanced between simple "chill together" time and going places/spending money; Find time doing for others through service organizations or religious affiliations, and by all means, limit screen use of our children! Remove screens from private bedrooms and check in those cell phones at night -- too many of our kids are texting in the wee hours of the morning....
