8th Grade Student Anthologies 
to Benefit Haiti

Students in each of Mr. McClain's 8th grade Core classes have created anthologies of their fiction and non-fiction narratives. The books, Finding NE-PO: Stories of Rose City and 30 Kids on 42nd, have been carefully edited and creatively designed entirely by the students. The books are being published by an on-line, print-on-demand publisher.  A small amount of profit will be generated by the sale of each book. Initially students were planning to use this money to help fund events for the 8th grade, but after the earthquake in Haiti, students in both classes discussed and agreed upon donating the money to an organization doing relief work there.  

 

Anthologies can be purchased for $10.00 in one of two ways: Avoid paying shipping costs by picking up an order form from the office or from Mr. McClain's class room and returning it by February 5th. Alternatively, you can purchase a book directly from the publisher by going to www.lulu.com, clicking on "Buy" at the top of the screen, and then searching for the title of the book. The class's profit on the book will be about the same using either method.
