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Dear Beaumont Community
Here's your only chance to discuss boundaries and stability in our neighborhood schools.
 
Portland Public Schools (PPS) has formed a Boundary Advisory Committee (BAC) to consider options that will address over enrollment at Alameda Elementary School, under enrollment at Sabin Elementary School, and under enrollment at Beaumont Middle School. The BAC contains representatives from the three schools and local neighborhood interests. The BAC has been asked to assist PPS during their boundary adjustment process for Sabin K-8, ACCESS 2-8 (TAG program housed at Sabin), Alameda K-5 and Beaumont 6-8.
 
As Beaumont representatives, we want our school to be a strong sustainable middle school option within the Grant Cluster. 
  
The BAC and PPS are generating and discussing options, but no identified solution has strong consensus amongst the BAC members yet.  Each option would require an adjustment to the Alameda School boundary to help Sabin reach a sustainable and stable enrollment and reduce overcrowding at Alameda. Options for Beaumont include moving all of ACCESS to Beaumont, moving 6-8 ACCESS grades to Beaumont, or solely increasing enrollment by adding Sabin as a 6-8 feeder school.

Boundary Advisory Committee members include: two parents from each school, Sabin neighborhood association member, an Alameda neighborhood association member, and a Northeast Coalition of Neighborhoods Staff member. Principals from all four schools attend the meetings to provide input when requested regarding:
·Low enrollment in grades 6-8 at Sabin PK-8 School (where the ACCESS Program is located)
·Low neighborhood enrollment at Beaumont Middle School
·Overcrowding at Alameda Elementary School
·Space concerns at Sabin that limit growth for both Sabin and ACCESS
Beaumont Middle School and Sabin Elementary School lose students to transfers to other middle schools. This contributes to a student population gap at Beaumont and Sabin, leading to reduced teaching resources. This can be reversed by improving these schools and their service to their communities. The PPS Transfer policy is not being considered in the Boundary Advisory Committee; however Beaumont representatives feel it is a contributing factor.  Beaumont would benefit from increased transfers from Sabin and from other areas of the city to achieve what we believe to be an optimal school size and diversity of students.
