As Beaumont's counselor, I want to say publicly that I/we feel for our students and families who have and are undergoing much uncertainty about the upcoming year(s) for their children. I recently mentioned to some 8th graders that they deserve a medal for their patience. Our forecasting process has been less than smooth because of the uncertainty surrounding the district and Board decision about school closures, and I see the anxiety in your children's eyes.

 

Please consider contacting your School Board Representative to voice your concerns and opinions about the current proposals. Share your stories and site the uncertainty that your child has undergone. Decisions need to be made and not postponed -- speak up for what you'd like to see. There is another hearing Thursday, June 10 at 4:00-5:00 pm. Speakers must call 503-916-3741 to sign up. If you can't attend the hearing, follow up via phone so our Board knows where our community stands on high school redesign.
