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TWO IMPORTANT ISSUES:
The following items are being sent to you to make you aware of two situations, which, warrant your attention.

 

Next Thursday, June 3rd individual(s) representing a group from Westboro, KS known as Westboro Baptist Church will be making an appearance at Grant High School. This is an organization that openly preaches and practices "hate." For more information on this group and the targets of their message you can visit their website:  www.godhatesfags.com. They have indicated they will be in front of Grant, beginning at 7:30 a.m., so they can get the attention of students and faculty as they arrive at school. They want people to react to their message. Grant students have been made aware of the Church's plan to appear in front of Grant and their English teachers have helped prepare the students for their presence. At several of their appearances across the country individuals have physically attacked them, presumably to stifle their despicable message or to express their own anger at their hateful beliefs. The Church members then file civil suits against their attackers, using the financial settlements from the suits to finance their cause. Since their goal is to spread their messages of hate through provocation, and since it is likely there will be congestion in front of Grant as a result of their appearance, you may want to think about an alternative route to get to our campuses next Thursday morning.

 

The second situation involves a student at Beverly Cleary (Fernwood). It serves as another reminder about the importance of giving children strategies to keep themselves safe and to report any situation in which they feel unsafe. One of their students has been subjected to stalking by a man, who rides the same Tri Met bus that she used to ride. Her parents have been working with the police, Tri Met security and the courts and are doing everything possible to keep her safe. They have a safety plan in place, and so do we. There is a court order that restricts him from being within a certain proximity of our Fernwood campus and staff have been informed about what they need to do if they see him. The police have been very helpful, and there is confidence that the procedures used will help ensure the safety not only of the student involved, but all students.  
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Cell Tower Meeting
