Superintendant Smith presented her high school redesign proposal to the board on April 26, 2010. The proposal is presently under board review and is in a 30 day public comment period. Under the proposed plan, Grant will remain a community comprehensive high school. The feeder pattern will remain the same, except it is proposed that Boise Elliot feed to Jefferson and that Sunnyside feed to Grant. Transfers will be limited, and under the proposal, PPS estimates the Grant population will reduce from 1610 to approximately 1300. This reduction in student population, together with other aspects of the high school redesign proposal, will impact the number of teachers and other staff, and academic offerings.     
 
Come hear Grant High School administration and PTA thoughts about the effects of the proposal on Grant. PPS representatives will also be attending. Bring your questions with you. The goal of the meeting is to inform the community and to provide feedback to PPS staff and board.
