It has now grown into a multi-million dollar facility and School Coordinators in over 15 schools in Northeast Portland. Beaumont and Grant are fortunate enough to have been supported by this program for the last 15 years. Working with schools, families, and community organizations, SEI provides opportunities for personal and academic success, bringing hope to individual young people and enhancing the quality of community life.

Our SEI In-School Service Coordinator, Cameo Reed serves the role of an additional teacher, parent, and mentor in forming strong personal relationships with each child. She helps students formulate and follow through on positive academic, personal, and social goals. As the coordinator she is present at important events of students' lives such as basketball games, concerts, family funerals, parent teacher conferences, or any other.
