What is your primary learning style?
Recently Beaumont 8th graders have been learning about Multiple Intelligences in the classroom. To piggy-back on this Ms. Dunn, Beaumont School Counselor, came in to teach 8th grade students about different types of learning styles; visual, auditory and kinesthetic. Students took a self-assessment which helped them determine their primary learning style and then were encouraged to think of ways to study that incorporated their primary learning style. You can help your child with this as well. Does your middle school student have strong language skills? They may be a strong auditory learner so it may help to study by reading aloud. Strong movement skills? They may be a kinesthetic learner so studying while moving around the room may work for them. Strong spatial skills? This could indicate a visual learner so drawing pictures and diagrams when possible will help. As learners we use all three learning styles, but most people have a primary learning style and knowing what that is can help a student study smarter.

It was so great to see everyone at Open House. I love the way our PTA organizes the pizza feed so that families see our middle school in the context of a larger community. Thanks EVERYBODY!

At open house parents had a chance to sign up for November conferences that will take place November 22nd and 23rd starting in the morning and going into the evening each day. If you did not get a chance to sign-up, you should contact your student's core teacher. They have their schedule for conferences. If they are unavailable, we will direct you to their voice mail box and they will call you back.

In a later newsletter I will explain how conferences work at Beaumont and give you advice for managing your conference experience.


The Morning Routine
It is always great to stand out on Fremont and watch kids show up to school eager and happy regardless of whether they are freshly pressed or have bed head and sheet marks on their faces.

While on duty, my staff and I have noticed a couple of patterns that we think should be addressed:

1) Our bus loading zone is just that - a bus loading zone. Cars may not stop and "quickly" drop off kids. We have witnessed a number of near misses (eg. a car pulls away as buses pull in and traffic on Fremont tries to get by. Please drop off your students in our Fremont lot on the west end of our building.

2) On a few occasions cars have been seen driving behind our building by the baseball field. It also poses a safety concern for adolescents who are not aware at all times of their surroundings.  Any area with asphalt that is not a parking lot is restricted to PPS maintenance and delivery vehicles. Again, please use our Fremont lot on the west end to drop off your student.

3) The parking lot on our north end - the Bryce Street Lot - is just for parking. Please do not pull in to drop off your student. It is a very tight space and cars tend to stack up. It is best to pull along the curb on Bryce Street itself and let your student out. We have a couple of gaps in the fence along Bryce Street with a small set of steps that opens into the path on our field or the least traveled part of the parking lot.
