This is to be kept for a month and turned in the first day of the next month.  This counts towards Super Star reading rewards throughout the year.
Occasionally, unfinished class work may be sent home.  Please return it on the next school day.

We have a lot of exciting things planned this year.  Mrs. Burak and I are planning some field trips, and this information will be sent home as soon as we finalize dates.
