I typically do not give homework assignments, as it’s a long day for 5-6 year olds.  However, there are many valuable ways you can work with your child at home to enhance his/her school experiences.  Read the daily morning messages and ask your child each day about the activities mentioned in them.  Read their library book to them each week and be sure to return it on time.  Find something related to our class theme to share at school.  Go over the high frequency words we have learned so far (known as ‘word wall words’ to your child). Most importantly, read to your child daily.  Reading to your child and setting an example by reading yourself in front of your child is the number one correlation to success in school.  Your child needs encouragement and support from home and praise for all of the wonderful things s/he is learning both in and out of school.
