Q- My child lost their coat.  What do I do? 

A—Check out the lost and found near the cafeteria.  To be safe, label all clothes, backpacks, lunchboxes and other stuff with your child’s name and classroom number.  We occasionally send our excess lost and found to charities, so be sure to check often.

Q – Does my child have to take a nap?

A—We have quiet time every day after lunch (through most of the fall).  This is a chance for children to relax to a story or music.  A few children fall asleep, but most take the time to unwind from the stresses of the kindergarten lifestyle.

Q –Can my child bring their favorite toy or doll?

A – We hope to find a day for “Share time”.  Look for more information in the “Room 5 News”

Q – My child seems extra cranky after school.

A – This seems to be normal.  Kindergartners work hard at being good, and being good is tiring.  Be sure to give your child extra rest at the beginning of the year.

Q – My child’s birthday is coming up and I would like to help her celebrate.

A – Wonderful, bring in a snack and juice, and we’ll have a party.  Be sure to call, so we can find a time that works for the class, and remember that all food to be shared has to be store bought and sealed in the original container.

Q – I would like to volunteer, but I work full time.

A – Consider volunteering from home (we have lots of “prep-work”) or coming in once a season for a few hours.  I am very open to working around your needs.

Q – Does my child get a snack during the morning.

A – With your help s/he does.  Please contribute snacks for the kindergarteners.  A wide range of food is great (graham crackers, goldfish, cheese sticks, pretzels, mandarins all work well).  Healthy foods are best, but the kids will cheerfully devour anything.  Remember that all food needs to be in the original sealed package.

Q – Can my child get a lunch at Chapman?

A – Many kindergartners enjoy buying a lunch at school.  Your packet should contain a calendar with the year’s menu on it.  Stop by the cafeteria to pay in advance for lunches, and stop by occasionally to check your balance.
