Ten ways to help your child have a successful

kindergarten year in Room 5.
1. Put aside time on Monday afternoon to read the “Room 5 News”, read “The Chapman Spotlight”, and look at returned papers 

2. Be sure your child has clothes appropriate for the weather (we try to get outside everyday – don’t forget those raincoats!).  Be sure to label clothes with your child’s name!

3. Volunteer in the classroom.  Come in weekly (or more often), monthly, or even once or twice a year.  Please be sure to fill out our volunteer paperwork packet.

4. Be sure your child is at school on time!  Children need a few minutes to greet their friends before we settle down to our formal learning.  Our classroom opens at 7:50 and the late bell rings at 8:00.  Children who eat breakfast can go to the cafeteria as early as 7:35.

5. Stick around after school.  Parents are welcome to linger in Room 5 until 2:30 (except Tuesdays, when we have staff meetings).  This is a great time to socialize with other parents, and to learn more about what is going on in the classroom. 

6. Be sure to let me know about any changes to your child’s after-school plans.  I need a note or a direct phone call to keep your child off a regularly scheduled bus run, or to let your child go home with another parent (please don’t rely on e-mail – I may not check it until after school). 

7. Attend Chapman events.  Look for the Swift Picnic and Curriculum Night in September as well as the auction, the K-1 Musical, and the Art Ball.

8. Let me know if you have special talents or connections. We love artists, musicians, folks with international connections…

9. Feel very free to ask me about the class, or your child’s progress.  I am always happy to discuss things informally before or after school, or to schedule a more formal appointment at any time.
