Creative Writing Capstone 2011-2012

A new Creative Writing Capstone is offered on a limited basis as a second Capstone
in 2011‐12. This means you can still do your dance, music, visual arts, or theater Capstone while working toward your Writing Capstone as well. Are you a motivated, self‐directed student who loves to write? This Capstone opportunity is for you! Those working toward the Creative Writing Capstone will have:

· The challenging privilege of serving on the editorial board of a brand new schoolwide literary magazine;
· The opportunity to produce a creative project about their own influences as a writer; and
· A chance to pursue their own creative writing.

To meet the critical analysis component of Capstone, students will work together
to evaluate for literary merit poems, stories, and essays submitted by others
(without names attached) for inclusion in the schoolwide literary magazine. This will take place in the fall and winter and will require some reading at home and meetings outside of class time (most likely during lunch and/or possibly after school). Capstone students will be able to submit pieces to the literary magazine as well, but these will be subject to the same “blind” submission process as all other pieces.

To meet the historical/cultural component of Capstone, students will complete a
creative project about his or her own social, historical, and cultural influences as a writer. This project will also take place in the fall and/or winter.

To meet the performance component of Capstone, students will spend the year
working on a creative writing project, such as collection of poetry; a set of related
short stories or creative nonfiction; or a novel, play, or screenplay. Ms. Lanigan will
work with students individually to provide guidance and feedback on these projects.
Students will work on their projects all year and select part of their work to perform
at a reading during Capstone celebration in June.
