To ensure success of our students it is important that we keep strong the home-school connection. It is vital for parents to encourage and promote their student’s success. Here are some resources and events happening at Faubion PK-8 School: 

Faubion: On Thursday, September 1st , Faubion will be holding our drop-in Open House/PTA Ice Cream Social from 1:00-3:00 at the school. This will be a great opportunity to help transition students back to school, visit his/her classroom, drop off supplies, sign up for SUN and YMCA activities and tour the school.

Building doors will open at 8:30am each morning.  There is no provision for supervision of students before or after school hours, so please do not send students to school earlier than their opening times.  Should a student arrive excessively early, a phone call will be made to the parent to remind them of the school’s policy and our concern for our child’s safety.
If your child arrives late to school please accompany him/her directly to the school office and let the school know that your child has arrived.

Parents who need to pick-up their child from school during school hours must sign them out through the school office.  This procedure is to ensure the safety of students.

Regular school attendance is necessary for academic progress and success.  Our Average Daily Attendance determines our staffing ratios every year. Most importantly, poor attendance will reflect negatively on Faubion’s state report card.

· Students are expected to be in school unless they are sick or an emergency arises.

· If your child is going to be absent, please call the school office.

· Each time your child is absent, you are requested to furnish a written, dated, and signed excuse.

Our school secretary will record absences and tardies daily.  School-wide attendance rates will be monitored monthly and shared with staff and families through the monthly newsletter.

· Classrooms will graph daily and monthly class (not individual) attendance information during Math calendar time as a strategy to focus on positive attendance trends.

· School-wide good and/or improve attendance will be recognized.

· An attendance board in the main hallway will be used to display perfect attendance.

· Recognition Assemblies will highlight attendance achievements.

· Every trimester students with perfect attendance will have a special lunch with the principal.
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Portland Public Schools believes strongly in the importance of regular attendance by all students.  Parents are strongly urged not to schedule family vacations during school days and not to extend the scheduled vacation periods.  Parents who do take vacations during school time should inform the building Principal at least one week in advance explaining the length of time for the vacation and the reason.

Should a parent choose to keep a student out of school for reasons other than illness or extenuating family circumstances, teachers will provide the normal range of assistance upon the student’s return to school.  Advance assignments will be provided to students at the teacher’s discretion. 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SAFETY PATROL AND TRAVEL
Faubion School has a Safety Patrol which is organized by the school with the help of the Portland Police Department Safety Education Division.

Every effort is made to train our student volunteers to serve students and their families.  Please discuss with your child the importance of following the directions of the Safety Patrol. 

Faubion School operates safety patrols in the following areas:

· The corners of 29th and Dekum

· 29th and Liberty 

· 30th  and Rosa Parks Way
· 33rd  and Rosa Parks Way
Following is the time schedule for these patrols:

· 8:30am-8:45am

· 3:00pm-3:15pm
The majority of Faubion students will be on their own when traveling to and from school.  Parents/Guardians, please stress the need for children to cross streets at corners, watch traffic both ways and practice safety at all times.  We discourage students stopping at the store or at a friend’s home without written permission.  If you pick up your child by car, use only the school side of the street.  The Dekum Street access is chained from 2:30-3:00pm daily.  Also, please pick up your child at 3:00pm.  There is no playground supervision after school.
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 BUS SCHEDULES AND INFORMATION
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 Buses will operate essentially the same stops as last year for those living on Hayden Island, Tomahawk Island and the area north of Columbia Blvd.  Please have children at the bus stop ahead of the scheduled time until the routes are established.  Afternoon dismissal for bus children will be at 3:00pm.  Each day, children will be dismissed directly to buses, unless we have written notification of change.  We must have a note from the parent/guardian each time your child will not be riding his or her regular bus home.  If we don’t have a note, the child will be sent on the bus. In case of a particular problem at a bus stop, please call the Transportation Department at 503-916-6901 for information.  They will call Faubion with current/updated information.

                           Bus Routes, Stops and Schedules

The bus stops are selected with safety taking precedence over convenience. Bus Routes are developed with safety and efficiency as top priorities. Roads must be publicly owned and maintained for busses to traverse them. The district recognizes the travel time on buses extend the day for students and strive to minimize the time students must ride the bus. 

Students are expected to be at the bus stops 5 minutes prior to the scheduled time of arrival. Bus drivers are instructed to stay at a bus stop until the students picked up there are on board or the

scheduled departure time has arrived. If the bus does not arrive as scheduled, please call the Transportation Department at (503) 916-6901. The individual students, and their parents, are responsible for the student’s behavior and conduct until the student has boarded or departed the bus.

Transportation of School Related and Non-related Items

Contraband, weapons, flammable liquids, animals or other dangerous, objectionable or non-school related items shall not be transported on a school bus. School related items transported on the bus shall be small enough to be transported on the students lap, adjacent seat or under the seat of the bus. School related items that would block exit isles or extend above the back of the seat will not be transported on the school bus. If you are unsure if an item is allowed, please contact the Transportation Department prior to the day your child plans on transporting the material or

object.

Video and Audio Observation

Students and parent(s) or guardians are hereby notified that some busses are equipped with video and audio surveillance devices to monitor activity on the buses. The purpose of these devices is

to promote safety and provide information regarding activities that take place on the bus. The district and contractor shall not be responsible for equipment failure or the legibility of the

recordings. These recordings are not released to unauthorized personnel, however parents may review these tapes with a representative of the Transportation department upon request.

Bus Behavior Conduct Guidelines and Consequences

Each transported student has the right to a safe and enjoyable ride to and from school that is free from intimidation, threat or harassment. Good conduct of all transported students while waiting for the school bus and while traveling to and from school is primary for a safe and enjoyable ride for all students.

The School District has established student behavior procedures that apply to all transported students while on the school bus and while in school bus loading or unloading areas. The bus and

the bus stop are extensions of the school day. Each individual student, as well as his/her parents, or guardians, is responsible for the behavior of that student while on the school bus and in school

bus loading or unloading areas.

Transportation service is a privilege that is granted by the district to eligible students and their parents or guardians that is contingent upon proper behavior according to established district

policies, rules and standards. A student’s eligibility to ride the school bus may be suspended or revoked for a violation of school bus safety or conduct rules and standards, or for violation of

any other law or policy governing student conduct on a school bus. Revocation of a student’s bus riding privileges is not considered an exclusion, expulsion or suspension from school, however unacceptable conduct on the school bus may result in suspension or expulsion from school. It shall be the responsibility of the parent or guardian to transport students to and from school when bus riding privileges are revoked. The district will not provide alternative transportation to a student whose transportation privileges have been suspended or revoked. (*Decisions regarding special education students will take into account related disabilities and individual education

requirements pertaining to transportation).  Suspension or expulsion from school may also result in suspension from district sponsored transportation services.

It is important to note that students may also be suspended or expelled from riding any district sponsored transportation services for conduct violations occurring on district school buses even

if they are still being allowed to attend school.

A student shall not:

1.  Eat drink or litter on the bus

2.  Leave the seat or stand while the bus is in motion.

3.  Use profanity, verbal abuse, harassment, obscene gestures or   have possession of unacceptable material

4.  Provide false identification

5.  Ride an unassigned bus or use an unassigned bus stop.

6.  Open windows past the safety line.

7.  Attempt to ride a bus during a bus suspension.

8.  Be disobedient to the driver.

9.  Hanging out the windows.

10. Throwing of any object.

11. Holding onto or attempting to hold onto any portion of the exterior of the bus

12. Unauthorized entering or leaving of the bus through emergency door/tampering with bus equipment.

13. Any activity that distracts the driver from safely driving the bus.
                  Corrective Disciplinary Action

Minimum Corrective Action: Driver identifies the

unacceptable behavior and informs the student of the intent to

complete a conduct report if the behavior continues.

Maximum Corrective Action: Unlimited transportation

services suspension, school suspension, expulsion, and/or

police notification.

* Bus Severe Clause: Bussing Behavior Severe Clause

If a student performs an act that severely and immediately jeopardizes the safety of students, the district may suspend the student from riding the bus. The district will attempt to

notify the parent(s) or guardian of this action by telephone as soon as possible after the route is completed. A written incident report will be prepared and sent to the parent(s) or guardian.

Riding privileges will not be reinstated until after a conference is held with the Transportation Specialist, principal, student and parent(s) or guardian. Law enforcement may be notified in the

event that criminal activity has transpired or assistance is required by the driver or district.

Behavior deemed severe may result in suspension or expulsion from school.
PARKING AREA FOR FAMILIES
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NON-STAFF CARS ARE NOT PERMITTED ON THE NORTH PLAYGROUND while school is in session except in emergency situations.  Please use the Rosa Parks Way entrance and exit through the church parking lot to 29th street (one way). Park in the marked areas. Please drive SLOWLY in the parking areas and on streets near our school.

PETS ON SCHOOL GROUND

All pets, including those on leashes, are not allowed on the school grounds.  Prior permission may be granted for special instructional demonstrations.  Parent delivery and pick-up will be necessary.
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STUDENT POSSESSIONS-TOYS, TREASURES, Etc.
We do not recommend that toys, radios, CD players, cassette recorders, MP3 players, electronic toys, etc., be brought to school unless they are for show and tell.  They must be kept out of sight in the classroom and will not be allowed on the playground.  The school provides sports equipment.

The school cannot assume responsibility for lost or damaged personal items.  We do collect toys and other items that may be harmful or disruptive to the learning environment.  Parents may pick up these items from the teacher or principal.
                        NURSE/HEALTH SERVICES
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Health services are provided by a licensed Registered Nurse from Multnomah Education Service District once a week.  If your child has an immediate, short-term, or chronic health concern, the R.N. will work with you, your child, your child’s physician and school personnel to assure that his/her needs are met while at school.

Specific services provided by School Health Services staff include, but are not limited to:

 Acute Care

If your child becomes ill or injured during the school day, he/she will receive nursing intervention if the R.N. is available.  An assessment of the student’s health problem will be made and the nurse will determine whether follow-up care needed.

General Guidelines to use in deciding if you should send your child to school are as follows:

· No one with a temperature over 100 degrees should be sent to school.  Students should remain at home until free of fever without use of medication for 24 hours.

· Anyone with a stomachache, diarrhea or who cannot keep food down should be kept home.

· No one with a rash should be sent to school.  Consult your health care providers if a rash persists or if there is a fever with a rash.

· Common cold symptoms-cough, runny nose, sore throat are best treated by staying home and resting.
ACCIDENT AND ILLNESS

Only first aid care may be given at school.  In case of serious accident or illness, we will try our best to:

· Contact parent(s) or legal guardian

· Contact the given emergency number(s)

· Take child to the hospital (if emergencies arise)

Please let us know as soon as possible if there is any change in your home, work, cell, or emergency numbers.  It is important that our school has accurate records for illnesses and emergencies.  Medicine can only be given to students who have provided the school with permission forms signed by a physician and a parent.   By law, school staff cannot transport a student to the doctor or hospital.  
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HEAD LICE

School policy states students with live lice and/or nits (lice eggs) must be treated. Students may return to school as soon treatment is completed and live lice are removed. We encourage you to continue the combing process daily even if your child has returned to school to assure that all lice and nits are removed. Your child will be rechecked for lice at 7 and 14 days and will be excluded again if live lice are found. See reverse side for Suggestions for Treatment and Helpful Tips from Your School Nurse.

Your child must be accompanied by an adult when returning to school.

If you have questions, call the nurse at your child’s school or leave a message at the School Health Services office, 503-257-1732. The school health assistant or secretary will recheck children before reinstatement.  Head lice are transmitted through close contact with other children who have them and by close contact to infested articles, such as hats, coats, brushes, pillows, etc.  Whenever a case of head lice is found or reported, the entire classroom is checked.  Therefore, if you discover your child has head lice, please alert the school.  By working together, we can minimize this problem.
IMMUNIZATIONS

All students must present, on or before their first day of attendance, proof of:

· Full immunization

· Initiation of a schedule of immunization

· A certificate of exemption

· As of 2008, all 7th graders must have a Tdap immunization

Immunizations must include polio, diphtheria, whooping cough, tetanus, hepatitis B, chicken pox and measles.  Parents in need of immunization forms can pick them up in the main office.
MEDICATION

Some children may be required to take medication at school.  When this occurs, the parent must bring in the medication and the “Authorization for Medication/Treatment at School” form that has been signed by the physician and the parent.  Medications must be brought in the prescribed container to the office by an adult.  The medication remains in a locked area of the office.  The school is only allowed to administer oral medications.  Any drops, ointments or other medicines must be administered by a parent.  Students must come to the office to take the medicine and remain there until it is swallowed.

HEPATITIS PRECAUTIONS

                      

Multnomah County Education Service District has advised all Portland Public Schools to take precautions for hepatitis.  To help prevent hepatitis from entering our building, we must enforce a policy that prohibits students, parents, and staff from bringing food from home for consumption at school by other students.

For the duration of this epidemic the following policies will be enforced at Faubion:

· Only food that is prepared in a licensed, commercial kitchen will be served to students.  Snacks and other such items cannot be brought into classrooms for parties or treats for others unless purchased from a commercial source and individually wrapped and sealed.

· Sack lunches may still be brought from home, but they are not to be shared with other students.

Please discuss with your children the seriousness of hepatitis and the need to wash hands with soap and water before eating.  Your cooperation and understanding will be greatly appreciated.  If you have any questions or concerns, please contact the school.  We will notify families when the policy changes.

Fluoride

Portland Public Schools will continue offering to all students a fluoride tablets program to prevent dental decay. This simple method of applying fluoride has been demonstrated to be safe and effective in controlling tooth decay. 

This project is very important to the oral health of your child. Participation is entirely voluntary and without cost to you. We encourage you to allow your child to participate in this valuable health project. This preventive program, however, should not take the place of regular dental care by your dentist or proper home care. If you have questions regarding this project, please call your school nurse.
 INSURANCE

Insurance application forms for accidents at school will come home with your child in the Opening Day Packet.  The school is not associated with these programs other than sending the information home.  PLEASE CONSIDER THIS OPTION IF YOU HAVE NO OTHER MEDICAL INSURANCE FOR YOUR CHILD.  

                     TELEPHONE/CELL PHONE POLICY


An effort is made to limit the use of the school telephone to school business.  Students are allowed to use the office phone if their reason relates to a school activity.  We strongly urge that situations regarding transportation, visiting friends, athletic activities, medical and dental appointments, etc. be arranged prior to leaving home.

Students cannot be called out of the classroom to talk on the phone.  Urgent messages will be taken by office personnel.

Parents must sign a phone agreement with the Principal for students to have a cell phone at school.  If students are caught using cell phones during the instructional day, it will be confiscated, sent directly to the office, and returned at the end of the school day.  The school will not be responsible for loss or theft of phones at school.
SCHOOL RECORDS REVIEW

A record is kept for each student containing information such as grades, test scores, health history, etc.   Legal guardians, upon request, may inspect all records within 24 hours.  Should your child enroll in another school, an official transcript or copy of the permanent records, health records, and achievement test scores will be sent upon notice of the student’s enrollment in that new school.

SCHOOL VISITATIONS

Parents are welcome to visit our school!  It is important that you sign in at the office upon arrival so that we know you are in the building.  We appreciate your cooperation with this request.

Please make arrangements with your child’s teacher to observe in the classroom.  Conferences are not convenient during this type of 

Visit, but teachers are available before and after school.  In order to avoid any possible conflicts, please call the school at 916-5686 in advance to arrange for an appointment or to schedule an observation
PARENT/TEACHER/STUDENT

CONFERENCES & REPORT CARDS

Parent/Teacher/Student Conferences will be held all day on November 22nd and all day on November 23rd.  There will be no school on November 24th.  Please plan to attend your child’s conference so that the home-school partnership is strengthened.  This is an extremely helpful interaction that assists teachers in getting to know their students.  Parents are encouraged to bring their student to the conference in grades 2-8.

Report cards will be sent home one week after the close of each trimester grading period.  Families are encouraged to keep in contact with their child’s teacher.  They can keep current with their child’s involvement in the total school program and teachers can learn families concerns.

Once a month (on Wednesdays) school will begin at 10:30am.  Teachers use late days to plan and prepare lessons, attend inservice trainings sponsored by the district, and most importantly, to conduct parent conferences.

       VOLUNTEER CHAPERONE GUIDELINES
1. All volunteers must clear a PPS background check.  Forms are available in the office.

2. All chaperones must be 18 years or older.

3. The teacher will assign and notify chaperones for each trip.  Due to limited funding, not all volunteers who would like to attend will be able to chaperone.

4. Younger siblings or children cannot attend field trips.

5. During the field trip, never leave students unattended for any reason.

6. Avoid the purchase of special treats for the students in your group.
                  FIELD TRIPS
A permission slip will be sent home for each school sponsored field trip.  We must have a signed permission slip by a parent/guardian to allow a child to leave school.  We cannot accept handwritten notes or phone calls in place of the field trip form.  Individual student scholarships are available to cover all field trip expenses.

Breakfast will be served  each day from 8:30am to 8:45am using the new Grab & Go process. At 8:30 each day, students will be admitted into the building.  They will proceed to their designated Grab & Go

Cart, get breakfast and report directly to his/her classroom.  Breakfast will be eaten in the classroom for the entire school year. 
Be sure your child has the proper lunch money each day.  Our office will not loan any money for students’ lunches.  Please note:  If your child has an allergy to milk products or needs juice instead of milk, you must furnish a doctor’s statement to confirm this.  School menus are printed in your local papers and announced daily over the radio.  The menu for the month is posted on hall bulletin boards, in classrooms, on the cafeteria door and sent home monthly.

           FAUBION LOCKER POLICY
Lockers will be assigned to students in grades 6 -8 by their teachers the first week of school.  Students should not give their combinations to any other student.  Students may not change their locker assignments without permission from their assigning teacher.

Misuse of a locker, including sharing a person with a person not assigned to that locker, and use of locker at an inappropriate time, will result in loss of locker privileges.

WEAPONS, TOYS, RADIOS, TAPE RECORDERS, SKATEBOARDS, SCOOTERS, BICYCLES

These items are NOT allowed at school.  Trading cards, radios, tape-recorders, and cameras are not to be brought to school.  Because toys in the classroom often disrupt learning, they may be brought only with special permission from the classroom teacher.  The school will not accept responsibility for items that are lost, stolen, or broken.  Bartering and selling of toys and trading cards by students is discouraged.  When expensive toys are lost or taken, valuable staff and student time and energy is spent trying to retrieve the item.  Scooters/skateboards are not permitted on school premises.  Bicycles must be securely locked to bike racks on the south playground.  We appreciate your cooperation with these requests.
                           DRESS

We feel neatness and good grooming are part of a student’s learning and this influences classroom behavior.  Clothing with inappropriate slogans or advertising (alcohol, drugs, tobacco, obscene language) are not permitted.  “Sagging” clothing is not permitted.  No headgear of any kind is to be worn inside the building (exceptions for religious attire).  Please encourage your children to dress so that distractions are minimized.  If school staff  have a legitimate concern for the health or safety of the student or if clothing disrupts the educational climate, your child may be asked to change his/her dress or grooming.  This is not an inclusive list.  Any clothing, makeup, or accessory which detracts from instruction is not appropriate.  We request our parents and students to use their best judgment and if any questions arise, please ask our staff.
                    LOST AND FOUND

Each year a vast accumulation of clothing and personal articles are left at school.  Many of these items are never claimed.  This year the school is placing greater emphasis on developing pupil responsibility in caring for personal belongings.  You can help your child immensely if these items are marked with his/her name.  This will aid the return of clothing to the owner.  All lost and found items will be displayed in the cafeteria on the Lost and Found hooks.  Unclaimed clothing will be delivered to the PTA Clothes Closet each trimester.

                                    

PTA CLOTHES CLOSET

The PTA Clothes Closet, a non-profit volunteer effort of the Portland Council PTA, is located at 3905 SE 91st at Marshall High School.  The hours are 10:00am to 2:00pm on Mondays and Thursdays on school days.  You may use this free service to outfit your children by dropping by the school office to pick up a form to take to the clothing center.  This service is sponsored by families in the Portland schools throughout the city.  You may recycle your children’s outgrown clothes by bringing mended and clean garments to the school office and we’ll transport them to the Clothes Closet.     

ACCOUNTABILITY AND ASSESSMENT

District and State testing for grades 3-8 in reading, math, writing, and science were created to measure student achievement based on the curriculum taught in Portland Public Schools. Students are tested in the Spring to help determine how well they are progressing toward grade level benchmarks. The tests also help evaluate the success of instructional programs.  These will be administered between October 2011 and May 2012.

 SUN

(Schools Uniting Neighborhoods) Community School
The City and County selected Faubion as a SUN Community School site.  Funds support extended day programming with an on-site Coordinator.  Our expanded after school activities will encompass instrumental and vocal music, drama, dance and cooperative recreational games.  Families must register their students and pay a small fee per class.
COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIPS

Faubion School has benefited from the support of several business/organizations in the community.  Students and staff have maintained a relationship with those listed here:

CLASS LIST POLICY

Classroom teachers spend a great deal of time every spring developing lists for the receiving grade teachers.  To assure equity in the make-up of each classroom, balance these lists thoughtfully.  As a parent, you are welcome to provide input into your child’s classroom assignment.  This input must be placed in writing.  It must be specific to the needs of your child as far as the academic and social environment.  Please do not name the teacher of your choice, only the characteristics of the classroom environment your child would thrive successfully.  All input must be received in writing my May 31st to be considered.  Please note as well that a letter does not guarantee placement in a particular classroom, but will be thoughtfully considered.

SCHOOL CLOSURES DUE TO INCLEMENT WEATHER

Winter months bring the problems of inclement weather and poor road conditions.  You may tune in to local radio or television stations for information regarding transportation changes, school closures, or late starts.  You may also call the school, where we will have a prerecorded message. The terms that will be given to the news media regarding school closures are:

Late Opening (   School begins after the regular starting time.

Schools Closed ( No School, students are to remain at home.

           STUDENT WITHDRAWAL
Parents wishing to withdraw their child from school on a permanent basis must do so in writing through the school office.  Records will be forwarded upon request of the next school’s principal.  Records cannot be sent until all fines or fees have been paid.

Oregon state law requires schools to provide
students with an opportunity to say the 
Pledge of Allegiance at least once during
each school week. Students who do not 
participate in the salute must maintain a 
respectful silence during the salute. 
TOBACCO 
PPS has designated all school buildings and grounds as "Tobacco Free". That means there is no smoking or use of tobacco in any form anywhere in the building or on the grounds. This includes visitors, volunteers, and staff. In addition, chaperones going on field trips should be reminded that tobacco use is not permitted.
HOMEWORK

The education of a child is the shared responsibility of both the home and the school. The child learns best when home and school work together. The common goal of both should be the best possible education for the child.

Homework may be defined in three ways:

1. Unfinished work from that assigned during the school day.

2. Work specifically assigned by the teacher to do at home.

Home/school activities where some type of interaction between the child and family reinforces the learning taking place at school.

It is recommended that students do some type of homework each night that school is in session. All students are expected to spend 20 minutes each night reading or being read to. As a family, it is important to know that homework really does make a difference in your children’s performance at school.

Research tells us that the time spent doing homework directly affects a child’s achievement. By doing assigned homework, children increase skills and do better in school.

Homework Tips

Homework must be scheduled into your child’s life. 
Most children today have extremely busy, even complicated, agendas. They attend music lessons, sports events, and many other extracurricular activities. If baseball begins at 4:00 p.m., that’s when the child is there. That’s because these activities are scheduled. They are built into the child’s daily routine. The solution to doing homework on time is the same. Homework must be scheduled, too!

Homework must be a priority!
 When children see that their parents are committed to ensuring that homework is done, the children become more committed.

Homework must be done in a proper study area. 
To do homework successfully, your child must have a quiet study place in which to work. They simply cannot do their homework to the best of their ability in a distracting environment. They cannot do it in front of the TV set. They cannot do it while talking on the telephone. They cannot do it if brothers and sisters are constantly bothering them. Please help your child to find an appropriate place to do homework.

Motivate your children to do their best work.
 As a parent/guardian, you have a tremendous influence on your children’s sense of self esteem. What you say (or don’t say) can make a big difference in how your children feel about themselves and about everything they do. Don’t ever underestimate the power of your works or actions. Children need encouragement and support from the people whose opinions they value most - their parents. 

The frequency and duration of homework assignments should be:

• Prekindergarten and kindergarten parents should spend

time each day reading with their child or engage in their

learning activities related to the child’s school experience.
• Grades 1-2: Students should usually complete all basic

assignments within the school day. Parents should spend

time each day reading and writing with their child. Twenty

to thirty minutes daily, at least four days per week, should be

devoted to this work.
• Grade 3: Students are expected to benefit from twenty to

forty minutes of homework daily, at least four days per week.
• Grades 4-8: Students are expected to benefit from thirty to

sixty minutes of homework daily, at least four days per week.
EVALUATION TEAM

The Learning Center staff, school psychologist, speech and language

pathologist, and occupational therapist participate on the

Multidisciplinary Team. This group, in addition to regular

education staff, administration, and parent, form the Evaluation Team which meets to determine the course of action to be taken with students who have been referred for possible assessment. This committee discusses each student presented and, if assessment occurs, makes recommendations about special services or placements. This committee can also serve as a resource to staff and families who seek new ideas and strategies in order to address needs of particular students. Parents are informed and involved throughout the assessment process.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE LEARNERS (ELL)

Faubion School has ELL support available for students whose native language is other than English. An ELL teacher works with students in small groups, or individually, to help them to acquire a new language.
SPECIAL EDUCATION LEARNING CENTER

(LC)

Students who qualify for special education assistance in reading, writing, and/or math are eligible to receive services from the LC staff. Supplemental instruction is provided to students which is coordinated with homeroom teachers and with other support programs.


SCHOOL PSYCHOLOGIST

The school psychologist functions as the school’s primary link with the district special education services. She serves as a member of the Student Support Team (SST) which meets regularly to determine plans of action for students with educational needs. If it is determined that assessment is not appropriate for the student, the school psychologist may assist the teacher or staff in developing a building level plan to meet the particular needs of the student. If the student is to be assessed, it is the responsibility of the school psychologist to obtain written consent from the parent, to get developmental/social history, to administer cognitive and academic tests, to obtain adaptive behavior of classroom behavior checklists, to do student observations, and to obtain medical reports when necessary. In addition, she meets with the Multidisciplinary Team to write assessment reports, to monitor and complete due process forms, and to assist in Individualized Education Plan development. She also functions as a liaison between special education service providers, and becomes involved in change-of-placement issues, service to students in private schools or home schooling, and out-of-district placements of any students living within the Faubion School attendance area. The school psychologist acts as a consultant to teachers on academic or behavioral issues with students, and, as time permits, may become involved in giving direct service to individuals or small groups of students who have a particular need that cannot be met by other service providers.
SPEECH AND LANGUAGE

Speech and language services are provided to students with communication disorders such as articulation, fluency, voice or language difficulties. The speech/language pathologist diagnoses and provides intervention for those students who are eligible for services based on Oregon State eligibility criteria. This specialist is a member of the Multidisciplinary Team.
OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY (OT)

Occupational therapy uses activities and adapted surroundings to facilitate the student’s independent function and to decrease the effects of the handicapping condition on the student’s ability to participate in the educational process. Students referred for assessment may qualify for this service. A therapy program is designed to assist the child.

ADAPTIVE PE

Adaptive PE services are provided for students who cannot safely and successfully participate in the regular physical education program. The Adaptive PE teacher works with students who have orthopedic impairments, autism or a variety of other disabilities. This specialist is a member of the Multidisciplinary Team.

TAG (Talented and Gifted)

Portland Public Schools provide a Talented and Gifted Program (TAG) which serves some students who, based on test scores and other data, are believed to be, or show the potential to be, within the top 3% of the national student population in the area of intellectual/academic ability.  Teachers consider rate and level of learning to accommodate TAG students in classroom instruction.  Students in the TAG Program sometimes participate in classes and activities outside the regular classroom.  Families may request an application for student inclusion in TAG.  After screening is competed, students and families are notified of acceptance.
S.M.A.R.T
Start Making A Reader Today is a statewide program that helps K-2 graders become better readers. Some third graders may be included in SMART.  Volunteers from local businesses are trained and given release time to come to Faubion to work with students on reading skills.  Students in the SMART program are given two books per month for their home libraries.
FIELD DAY

Field Day is held during the last two weeks of school and it is coordinated by our P.E. teacher and our PTA. This event includes a variety of fun activities that promote physical fitness and cooperation.  This is an event that students and staff look forward to!

RUN FOR THE ARTS

Each spring students and staff participate in “Run for the Arts,” a

jog-a-thon to raise money for art-related performances (musical,

dance, puppetry, mime, poetry) and visual arts workshops we bring to Faubion. These funds also cover costs of providing

Artists-In-Residence experiences for all students, along with our

family art nights. These experiences with the arts enhance our

educational program.
 Family Involvement Opportunities 

Spanish  Speaking  Family  Meetings – The Spanish Speaking Family Meetings provide an opportunity for families to be involved in their child’s academic achievement and school life.  The focus of this group is to reach out to parents and to address ways we can best serve all students in the area of student achievement.
The Faubion Site Council meets every month.  The role of the Site Council is to address student achievement.  The Site Council advises the creation and implementation of our yearly School Improvement Plan.  This Site Council is comprised of Faubion families, staff, and community members.  
PARENT TEACHER ASSOCIATION (PTA)
FAUBION SCHOOL PARENT TEACHER ASSOCIATION (PTA)

Our PTA is looking forward to an especially exciting year!

They support the school by raising money for the arts and other programs, holding social events, helping with reading readiness, volunteering in the classroom, promoting our school and neighborhood, lobbying Salem and in many other ways. They are here to serve.

Events they have planned includes a BBQ/Talent Show, assisting with RIF (Reading is Fundamental) Program, vision and hearing screening, support for classroom materials, field trips, Holiday Fair and much more.

Title I
Title I is a federal aid program for elementary and secondary

schools reauthorized under the No Child Left Behind Act of

2001. Title I funds are used to pay for extra educational

services for children who are behind in school and at risk of not

being successful learners. The purpose of Title I is to help at

risk students meet states’ challenging academic standards.  A district’s Title One allocations are determined by the socioeconomic status of its students, which is based on Free/Reduced lunch participation.  In Targeted Assistance schools, students are chosen to receive services based on sound academic indicators and or teacher recommendations. In School-wide Title I programs, all students in the school are eligible to receive Title I services, and select students are provided additional services based on need.

As a parent of a student in PPS, you have the right to know the professional qualifications of the classroom teachers who instruct your student.  Federal law allows you to receive certain information in a timely manner if you ask for it.  Specifically, you have the right to ask for the following about each of your student’s classroom teachers:

· Whether the teacher is licensed or qualified for the grades and subjects he or she teaches.

· The teacher’s college major; whether the teacher has any advanced degrees and, if so, the subject of the degrees.
Right to Participate in Programs without Discrimination

A student shall not be excluded, expelled, limited or otherwise

discriminated against in the terms, conditions, benefits or

privileges of the District educational program or activity,

because of race, creed, religion, gender, marital status, color,

age, physical or mental handicap or disability, or national

origin unless based upon lawful grounds, including adopted

policies of the Portland Public Schools Board of Trustees.

A student may not be denied participation in District education

programs or any sponsored activity except for such reasons as

are provided in the adopted policies and procedures of the

District; student code, federal, state and county associations or governmental entities.


Faubion administration and staff strive to provide and maintain a safe, equitable, and positive environment that promotes intellectual and personal growth and development. Discipline interventions are geared to nurture the development of self control, self worth, social responsibility and the acceptance of consequences for ones actions. Our discipline plan utilizes conflict resolution strategies and adult intervention. The plan specifies rules covering the standards of behavior expected from our students. Students who violate the rules will receive natural and logical consequences. Students who follow the rules will reap positive consequences. 
Our General School Rules Are:
Be where you are supposed to be.
Let us respect ourselves, each other, and our school.
Use materials and equipment appropriately and safely.
Engage in behaviors which support learning for all.
In order to maintain a safe environment and positive school climate, we have instituted this Discipline Policy. The rules have been designed with the intent or providing a safe environment. Every student will be expected to know the school rules. However, because this is a learning community, every effort will be made to help the student see      the rationale for the various rules. When rules are     compromised, the following interventions may be utilized.



1.  A Faubion staff member will redirect the students behavior.
2.  A student may receive a Discipline Report. A Discipline Report is a detailed account of the incident and what, if any, action has been taken to alleviate the situation. This may include school community service, intervention and/or medication. This is the first formal notice to the student and his/her parents of the student’s misbehavior. Habitual tardies will result in a Discipline Report.  


3.  A second Discipline Report will results in student/parent/administrator conference. 

4.  A student who receives a third Discipline Report will serve an after school Detention and parents will be responsible for picking up their child. 
5.  A student who receives a fourth Discipline Report will serve a 1-day-in-school suspension (ISS). A second conference including the student, parent, administrator, counselor, and team teachers must be scheduled by the parent before the student can return to his/her regular schedule. 

6.  Participation in a non-negotiable act will result in a   Discipline Report and/or other consequences as described in the district policy


1.     Stay within designated play areas.  Be sure to get permission from the duty teacher before leaving the playground for any reason.
2.     If the playground is muddy, please stay on the blacktop.  Be sure to wipe your shoes off before entering the building.
3.     Respect the rights of others to use their own space.  Avoid fighting, wrestling, shoving, and games that may cause injury to others.
4.     Remember that words can also hurt.  Name calling and cursing are inappropriate behaviors and will not be tolerated at school.
5.     Limit throwing and kicking of balls to appropriate game activity.  Rocks, dirt, sticks, twigs, gravel, etc. should remain on the ground.
       6.     Games are open to all students desiring to play.
7.     Eat food and candy before leaving the cafeteria.  Gum chewing is not allowed on the playground or in the school building.
8.     Refrain from riding “piggy-back” on the backs of other students.  No human pyramid building is allowed.
       9.  Toys, skateboards, skates, baseballs, and radios should be left at    
home.
     10.   
Use the restroom before going outside.  Return to the building 
only in an emergency, with the permission of the duty teacher.  
Use the 
restrooms by the cafeteria.
     11.    Listen for special announcements regarding any safety hazards 
that may temporarily exist on the playground.  Remember there 
are rocks, sticks, etc. on the playground.  Watch carefully as you 
run and play.
     12.   Students must have a daily note from parents to remain inside         
during recess.
     13.   Shoes/Footwear must be worn at all times when on playground and   
outside grounds.

                                Procedures for Elementary Cafeteria Meal Accounts 

2011-12 School Year 

It is the responsibility of parents or guardians to prepay for school meals or provide a lunch from home or complete an application establishing eligibility for free or reduced-price meals. The following steps are taken to communicate with families and students about cafeteria meal accounts: 

Low Balance 
1. Cafeteria staff will begin gentle verbal reminders to students to bring money when the account balance falls below $12.75 (approximately five lunches). 

2. Students may be given a note to take home or with principal approval, students 

may use a reminder hand stamp. 

Families may receive a reminder phone call from the cafeteria staff. 

Families who have provided an email address may be notified via email. 

Negative Balance 
1. Phone calls to families will be initiated by the Nutrition Services auto dialer when 

the cafeteria account balance is a negative $2.40. 

Cafeteria staff will provide a gentle verbal reminder to the student to bring money when the student comes through the cafeteria line. 

A letter for the family may be delivered to the teacher’s mailbox for the student to take home to the family. 

A reminder phone call to the parent/guardian will be made a minimum of one time and the call will be documented by the cafeteria Lead on the Account Balance Tracking Form. 

If the account remains unpaid and reaches a negative $13.25 (5 meals), the Cafeteria Lead will notify the principal or vice-principal that the student will be given only emergency food of milk, fruit and vegetables. 

Students will need to provide a meal from home if their account remains a negative $13.25 and they have been provided with an emergency food for five days. 

School Administrators, PTA or other groups have the option to set up a cafeteria account to pay for student meals that are not eligible to be covered by federal funding. 

Families are encouraged to enroll in the online prepayment service www.myLunchMoney.com for convenient online payments and account tracking. There is a $1.95 transaction fee for this service. Contact Nutrition Services at 503-916-3399
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Cafeteria Rules


Eating should be a pleasant and healthy experience.  This cannot be the case when the eating area contains disruptions, bad manners, and misuse of food.  Therefore, students are expected to conduct themselves properly, practice good table manners, and abide by the following guidelines:

Form and keep a single line at each service area. 


Go through the serving line one time only. 


Be seated and remain seated at the table until dismissed by a lunch monitor. 


Refrain from pushing, jostling, and asking lunch neighbors for money. 


Enjoy conversations at your lunch tables. However, loud and boisterous talk, yelling and screaming are definitely not acceptable. 


Students are not to throw any object--no matter how small, for however short a distance. 


Do not take food of any kind from the cafeteria. 


Leave the table clean and suitable for use by other students.

Recess, while separate and distinct from physical education, is an essential component of the total educational experience for elementary aged children. Recess provides children with discretionary time and opportunities to engage in physical activity that helps to develop healthy bodies and enjoyment of movement. It also allows elementary children to practice life skills such as conflict resolution, cooperation, respect for rules, taking turns, sharing, using language to communicate, and problem solving in real situations that are real. Furthermore, it may facilitate improved attention and focus on learning in the academic program. 





We would like our playground to be a safe place for our students to play.  These rules are designed for the safety of each person on the playground.  In addition, students are encouraged to use good judgment in playing on all equipment.  The equipment is safe only when used properly.  








Counseling & 2nd Steps Program


                     Pk-8 Graders


Our full-time school counselor will co-teach (weekly) with each classroom teacher in an all award-winning SECOND STEPS violence  & problem-solving prevention program.  This program integrates social and emotional learning with academics. Kids from preschool through Grade 8 learn and practice vital social skills, such as empathy, emotion management, problem solving, and cooperation. These essential life skills help students in the classroom, on the playground, and at home.





Parents or students can make an appointment with the school counselor through the office.  The counselor will help students with academic, personal, social, or behavioral issues.  The main goal is to help students understand themselves, so they can make good decisions about life. Conversations between the school counselor and students will remain confidential, within legal limits.  





Physical Education


Pk-8





Our Physical Education program focuses on body and space awareness, co-ordination, flexibility, musicality, physical fitness, and sports activities.

6-8 Graders


There are many benefits that a child receives through the study of a new language. A foreign language opens a whole new cultural world to your child.  A number of reports have demonstrated that children who have learned a second language earn higher SAT scores, particularly on the verbal section of the test. One study showed that by the fifth year of a foreign language program, students outperform all comparison groups and remain high academic achievers throughout their schooling.
