Colonial America: 1607-1754

AP US History - Lickey

Intro: In our first unit we will explore the development of the original thirteen British North American Colonies. The colonies were founded for an astonishingly diverse array of motives: Virginia by a joint stock company to extract rapid profit, Massachusetts Bay to find the freedom to fashion a Puritan theocracy,  Carolina to create a new form of social contract penned by non other than John Locke, Maryland as a religious haven for English Catholics, Pennsylvania as a utopian society of Quakers, and Georgia as a colony for prisoners to achieve moral redemption in a new world. Within a few short decades all of the colonies would confront the hard ironies of historical fate. For example, the Pennsylvania experiment which was to be a society of closely knit communities bound by the consensus of a Friends meeting became an astonishingly materialistic society   and the most factional, diverse, and politically combative of the colonies. Go figure. By the middle of 18th/C. the colonies had all found a way to economic success and tried to emulate life in England and in so doing became more alike. Still it is the diversity of colonial experience that stands out and becomes the frame for our study of the American Revolution when these disparate societies came to see themselves as one and seek national independence as a single American state. The nature and enduring contributions of the Northern, Southern, and Middle colonies and the rise of unfree labor and slavery in America are the particular focus of this our first unit.
