Introduction: This unit covers the period of American History between the end of the Civil War and the turn of the Twentieth Century. Our focus is primarily on economic and social history. Politically this period is known as the “era of forgettable presidents.” A much better known and durable title for this period is “the Gilded Age” which speaks more to the economic and social aspects of the era. The real power of change in this period came from industry, technology, and the men (and they were all men) who controlled them. This is a period best known for rapid industrialization and urbanization. Big Cities and big businesses that harnessed the power of innovations in steel, electricity, communications, chemicals, and oil would remake the way we live and work. Those who organized and managed the new big businesses made themselves wealthier than people had ever been before while there workers toiled for a pittance. Like today, the dramatic economic inequality between haves and have nots was a stark feature of this era. At the beginning of this period 3 of 4 Americans farmed. By the end of this era 3 of 4 American’s lived in cities. We will examine how ordinary workers, farmers, and immigrants were challenged by these rapid changes. Rapid industrialization and urbanization presented to a challenge to a republic dedicated to our ideals: can a nation of urban industrial workers deliver liberty, equality, democracy, rights, and opportunities? Or will the creation of an urban working class create exploitation and dependence?
