Unit #3: The Civil War and the Ordeal of Reconstruction

Introduction: In the next three weeks we are going to study period from 1791-1877. A big swath of time that covers the most momentous event (arguably) in US History: the Civil War. We’ll begin with a brief survey of the geographic, economic, social, and political growth that occurred between the Revolution and the Civil War. This period of US history is referred to as the Antebellum period and is covered in Chapter 8 of the text. Chapter 9 will take us to one of the most calamitous decades in American history. We’ll examine the crises of the 1850’s in detail and you’ll be asked to create a developed timeline assignment that illustrates the nation’s collapse into Civil War. Chapter 10 covers the Civil War and how it affected various groups of Americans. Our Unit will finish will an examination of Reconstruction and the effort of the states to reestablish their political bonds as a single federal nation. As you will sadly discover, that unity was achieved by sacrificing the attainment of our ideals for African Americans. This unit will provide opportunities to do at least two geography assignments on our maps, screen two first rate films, and to work analyzing provocative primary source materials. By design this class focuses most heavily on the 20th Century so we are about to cover a huge portion of US History quickly and well.
