CURRICULUM 

Social Studies:  In 6th grade 
Social Studies, we will study 
Geography, early humans, 
and ancient civilizations from 
around the world.  We will 
also be participating in a pro-
gram sponsored by Portland 
State University called Re-
portingLive.  This opportu-
nity allows our class to inter-
act digitally with a college 
student living abroad.  Regu-

larly this fall, we will com-
municate with John Esh 
while he explores Poitiers, 
France.

Language Arts:  This year 
Language Arts will focus on 
two areas—writing and read-

ing.  For writing, we will re-
fine and reinforce skills in a 
writing workshop atmos-
phere.  Teacher-directed 
mini-lessons will help stu-
dents gain and develop the 
tools necessary to be strong, 
capable writers.  Students will 
have a variety of opportuni-
ties to demonstrate their writ-
ing ability throughout the 
year.  In addressing reading 
skills, we will emphasize a  
love for the written word.  
Students will read individually 
and in small-group Literature 
Circles.  Students will also 
work on vocabulary develop-
ment to enhance reading abil-
ity. 
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Periodically, students will look 
back at what they have done.  
Taking the time to reflect on their 
progress helps students to identify 
what they’re doing well and what 
needs improvement.  The 
“Reflection” sheet is a line of 
communication between student, 
parent, and teacher.  When a Re-
flection is assigned, your student 

will bring home a completed sheet 
to share and get signed.  Reflec-
tions are due on Tuesdays.  Every 
student at Robert Gray has been 
given a Planner to assist with or-
ganization.  Students are expected 
to record something for every 
period, every day.  6th grade stu-
dents also have a Get Organized 
sheet that outlines binder expecta-

tions.  Parent/guardian participa-
tion with Reflections and organi-
zation helps us all work together 
to ensure every student finds suc-
cess.
