First day: Choose one of two ideas below; write it on notebook paper.
Second day: Reread what you’ve written.  Change it to make it better with a colored pencil.
Third day: Correct spelling, punctuation, and grammar with a colored pencil.
Last day: Copy your writing on loose-leaf paper or type it on a computer.

You will hand in your essay this Thursday with your rough draft stapled to the final copy.  I will ask you to share your writing with classmates, and may invite you to read your paper to the whole class.
