Dear Families, 


We are looking forward to our first field trip of this year! All kindergarten classes will travel on one school bus to Kruger’s Farm at Sauvie Island. Kruger’s Farm caters to school groups and the public at large. During our visit the children will listen to a vegetable talk by Don Kruger, the farm’s owner, tour the farm market, visit some animals, take a hay ride through the corn fields to a pumpkin patch, and pick a pumpkin to bring home. It’s a fun field trip that we have successfully done for many years. 

We will need parent helpers to make this field trip a success. Parents will be responsible for tending to small groups of children while we are at the farm. Generally, we’ll be together as a group, but it’s important to have lots of adults to assist children with managing themselves, enjoying the animals, loading on the flatbed truck for the hayride, and helping with pumpkin picking! To save on costs, we have only ordered one bus, which will fit the 3 kindergarten classes and their teachers. Parents who want to volunteer are asked to carpool to the farm, but meet at school at 9:30 to hear from the teachers. It usually works well for parents to meet at school, and then follow the bus to the farm to meet us when we arrive. We ask that parents who want to parent help on field trips make childcare arrangements for younger children. We need our parent helpers to focus on the kindergartners. All parents who assist on field trips must have completed the school volunteer packet background check prior to the field trip, so get those forms in, if you haven’t already. Thank you! 

We will load the bus at school at 9:45. We will arrive at Kruger’s Farm around 10:15 and will depart from the farm around 12:00 to return back to school by 12:30.

We will arrive back at school a little past lunchtime, so full-day kindergartners are being asked to bring a lunch from home on the field trip day. We will eat lunch in our classrooms when we return to school. Half-day students will be dismissed at 12:30 instead of 12:00, if they are attending the field trip and riding the bus back to school. 


The cost of this field trip is $8.00 This will cover the cost to Kruger’s Farm, including the visit, a pumpkin and apple, and the cost to rent a school bus. Please note that paying for this field trip is optional if that is a hardship for your family.

Students must return the attached PPS permission slip in order to attend the field trip, as well as the attached permission slip that tells us if you are planning on parent volunteering for this field trip. Please return the permission slips by Monday, October  10th . Please let us know if you have any questions.  Thank you!
