Poem of the Week
Each week there is a poem learned that will come home at the end of the week. The poem is practiced every day with specific teaching points much like the Morning Message. The poem has a song on tape that makes it fun and easy to memorize. It is not expected that your child be able to “read” the poem so early in the year, but the hope is that your child will memorize the poem and learn to move his/her finger along the words as they are sung. 

If you like, read/sing the poem with your child when it comes home. It is also fun to keep the poems at home in a folder or binder. Your child will love to revisit these poems/songs throughout the year. By the end of kindergarten there will be about 30 learned poems that will be sent home.
