I.) Use of the school or District name to identify non-curricular clubs, including religious, political or sports clubs, must include the following disclaimer: “The name of this club does not mean that the club represents the views of, or is sponsored by PPS or any of its individual schools.”
This application needs to be submitted to the Lincoln High School administration     (room 104).  The Executive Council will also review all club applications and notify the club leaders of their application status. The club will be notified in timely manner regarding its status as a school approved club.  If the dissolves at any time during the year please notify in writing to room 104 so that accurate club information is available to new students.

Club Sports at Lincoln High School

As we begin the 2007-2008 school year, parents should be aware that club sports organized by Lincoln High School are not endorsed or sponsored by Portland Public Schools.  In addition:

a. Participation in any club sport activity that outside of the school day or off school premises is the sole responsibility of the student, family and club sponsor and IS NOT the responsibility of  Portland Public Schools.

b. The club must use the “Community Use of Building” procedures for accessing PPS facilities after school hours.

c. The club volunteers, including coaches, must submit to criminal background checks annually.

d. The club, not the school is responsible for any financial obligations incurred as a result of entering into any contract or other obligation to a 3rd party (including but not limited to vendors for non-PPS facilities, supplies, equipment, transportation, uniforms, etc.)

e. Club sports should adhere to nationally recognized standards of  safety  for their sport.

f. All club sports participants are expected to sign LHS Code of Conduct pertaining to expected behaviors during the club sport season.  The club leadership will have copies of these codes of conduct. 

g. Club Sports should be in communication with the Cardinal Times staff, the Yearbook staff and the Lincoln School website staff to publicize the club events.
