· Career Related Learning Experiences (CRLEs) are activities that help students explore and enhance their career options. 

· CRLEs occur at school and in the community. 

· Businesses organize career day CRLEs to introduce you to their industry. 

· Teachers offer CRLEs when they take students on career-focused field trips and invite professionals to class to offer career information and advice. 

· Students create their own CRLE when they do a job shadow with a professional in an occupation which interests them or complete internships.
