1.  Choose a president.

2.  Decide on about four or five things that this president did in his life.

3.  Make symbols or pictures to represent those important things or events.  

     Draw them carefully on stiff paper (tagboard, cardboard) and cut them out.  

     Each one should be large enough to write two or three legible sentences 

     explaining the symbol.

4.  Draw and cut a silhouette or picture of this president.  On one side write about 

     where and when the person was born and lived, as well as any other fascinating 

     facts you may wish to include.

5.  Tie all the parts to a coat hanger using thread or other materials.

6.  Write the president’s name on two pieces of cardboard or tagboard large enough 

       to cover the hanger but not the hook.  Staple the cardboard together, with the 

     hanger sandwiched between.

7.  In order to do your best, you have to have a rough draft.  Edit to make sure it 

     makes sense.  Fix any mistakes you see.  Have your parents do a final edit

     for spelling and punctuation.  Use you best handwriting.  Be artistic, work 

     carefully, and don’t be satisfied with less than your best!
