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Homework:


We continue to use the homework system we established at the beginning of the year – weekly homework along with month long projects.

When I look at my sheet where I track who has turned in homework, I notice a pattern. The same students, week after week, do not submit homework or month long projects. 


It is really important for students to turn in completed, signed homework. The homework reinforces work we are doing in class and therefore gives my students a second chance to strengthen their understanding and knowledge in the various subject areas.


The parent signature and sample tests are an excellent accountability tool. These two items let your student know you are involved in their educational experience.

Pennies for Peace:


We have just had the kick off for this years penny drive. This is a hugely popular and important event for the school. Our kids feel that their contribution of pennies is their way of directly helping other youngsters around the world have some of the educational opportunities that they have every day.
