Oregon’s Child Safety Seat Law

I" Infants must ride rear-facing until they reach both one year of age AND twenty pounds.

I Children over one year old and between 20 and 40 pounds must be properly secured with a
forward-

facing child safety seat up to a minimum of 40 pounds.

I Children who weigh over 40 pounds must be properly secured in a booster seat until they are
8 years

old or 48QGin height.

" Children who are 8 or older OR are taller than 4@Omust ride properly secured with the safety
belt

system.

The ticket for not using child safety or booster seats in $142.00 per child.

Best Practice: Remember that children 12 years old and younger should ride in the back seat
where they

are 37% safer. Never transport more children in your car than you child safety seats and safety
belt sys-

tems.
