PRINT MATERIALS

Book (one author):

Author's Last Name, First Name.  Title of Book.  City: Publisher, Copyright Year. 

Example:
Parson, Alexander. Amazing Spiders.  New York: Knopf, 1990. 

Book (two authors):

Author1's Last Name, First Name and Author2’s First Name Last Name.  Title of Book.  City: Publisher, Copyright Year. 

Example:
McKissack, Patricia, and Fredrick McKissack. African-American Inventors. Brookfield: Millbook Press, 1994.

Book (three or more authors):

Author1's Last Name, First Name, et. al.  Title of Book.  City: Publisher, Copyright Year. 

Example:
Adams, Brian, et. al. Encyclopedia of Great Civilizations. New York: Shooting Star Press, 1994.

Book (no author):

Title of Book.  City: Publisher, Copyright Year. 

Example:
World Travel Guide. London: SF Travel Publications, 2002.

Book (one editor):

Editor’s Last Name, First Name, ed.  Title of Book.  City: Publisher, Copyright Year. 

Example:
Middleton, John, ed. Africa: An Encyclopedia for Students. New York: Charles Scribner’s Sons, 2002.

Magazine Article:
Author’s Last Name, First Name.  “Title of Article.” Magazine Title Date of Magazine (day month year): Pages. 

Example:
Churchman, Deborah. “Be a Nature Detective.” Ranger Rick Mar. 1999: 28-31.

Newspaper Article
Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.” Name of Newspaper [City if local and not in Newspaper Name] Date: Section&Page.

Example:
Stern, Henry. “Pre-emptive Blitz Set to Meet Threat of West Nile.” Oregonian 9 April 2003: D01.

Encyclopedia Article:

Author's Last Name, First Name. "Title of Article."  Encyclopedia Title. Year.

(author’s name is usually found in really tiny letters at the end of the article)

Example:
Minch, Edwin W. "Spiders."  The World Book Encyclopedia. 1997 ed.

ELECTRONIC RESOURCES

Encyclopedia Article from a CD-ROM:

"Title of Article."  Title of the CD-ROM.  CD-ROM.  Publisher, Year. 

Example:
"Spiders."  Grolier's New Multimedia Encyclopedia.  CD-ROM.  Groliers, 1998.

Encyclopedia Article on the Web:

Author's Last Name, First Name.  "Title of Article."  Encyclopedia Title.  Date of Visit to Site  <URL of Article>. 

(author’s name is usually found in really tiny letters at the end of the article)

Example:
Minch, Edward W.  "Spider."  World Book Online. 20 June 2000  <http://wbonline.worldbook.com/wbol/wbAuth/na/ar/fs/ar524980.htm>. 

Newspaper Article on the WEB
Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Title of Article.: Name of Newspaper [City if local and not in Newspaper Name] Date of Article. Date of Visit to Site <URL>.

Example:
Stern, Henry. “Pre-emptive Blitz Set to Meet Threat of West Nile.” Oregonian 9 April 2003: April 14, 2003 http://infoweb.newsbank.com/.

Web Page:

Author's Last Name, First Name. Title of Site or Page.  Name of Institution or Organization.  Date of Visit to Site  <URL of Page>. 

Example:
Atkins, Laurie. Westside Spidermania!  Westside School, Cedartown, GA.  28 July 2000  <http://polk.ga.net/Westside/Spider/Westside_Spidermania.html>.

OTHER

Interview:

Name of person interviewed. Title of person. Kind of interview (personal interview, telephone interview). Date.

Example:
Barquist, Carmelita.  Mother. Personal interview.  28 July 1999.

Key points to remember:  1) Always alphabetize the list by the first letter of the bibliography, whether it’s an author, or the title.  2) Don’t separate your bibliography entries by whether they’re books, websites, etc.  Just list them by alphabetical order.
